The coat of arms Legend has it that the name Abdank comes from the thanks
that the German emperor at the time of Boleslaw the Wrymouth to the Polish
envoy Skarbimir (Skarbek) taught . The German ruler, who wanted to impress
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the Polish MP with wealth, showed him large chests full of gold. Skarbek then
took the ring from his finger and with the words "Go gold to gold. We Poles love
iron more and we will defend with iron." threw it into the imperial treasury. The
surprised emperor had no choice but to say "Habdank - thank you". These
words became a new calling for the family that changed the original name of
the Skarbek coat of arms to Abdank .
